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Audition Information for the Special K! 2017 Show
LIVE CAST
· Auditions will take place on Monday January 9th, Tuesday January 10th, Wednesday January 11th, and Thursday January 12th
· There will be one round of auditions. 
· Auditions will take place in groups of up to 6 people, but you will be evaluated individually.

· Sign-ups for 1-hour audition time slots are available on CampusGroups. Sign up by registering for the event on CampusGroups and choosing a time slot. You should only sign up for one time slot.
· Please fill out the Special K! 2017 Auditioner Form, attached to the events on CampusGroups, and email it back to Jamie McAdoo (jmcadoo2017@kellogg.northwestern.edu) by noon the day of your audition
Note: Being a triple threat is NOT a prerequisite for auditioning. It’s definitely a plus if you can sing and/or dance and/or act, but we’re more generally looking for people that are energetic, dependable, hard-working, team players, and fun … and who will help make a great overall cast!
· There are 3 parts to the live cast audition: 
· Vocal: Please prepare 1 minute of a song of your choice (a verse and a chorus) that you will sing acappella (no musical accompaniment). You can sing anything you like, but we recommend that you choose a song you are comfortable with and that shows off your voice (and personality). In addition to this song, we will do a few vocal exercises for which no prep is necessary.
· Dance: We’ll teach you a short dance routine that everyone will perform at their audition. You should make every effort to attend at least one audition clinic, detailed below, to learn the routine. If you absolutely cannot make a clinic, a video of the routine will be made available on YouTube after the first clinic– please contact Christen Love (clove2017@kellogg.northwestern.edu) if you cannot attend and would like the YouTube link.
· Acting: There will be scripted and improv exercises. The scripted materials will posted to the CampusGroups audition event pages on Thursday, January 5th in case you want to familiarize yourself in advance (memorization is not required). Hard copies will also be provided on the day of your audition. 
· Audition Clinics: While not required, we highly recommend that everyone attend at least one audition clinic– signups can be completed on CampusGroups. The majority of the clinic will focus on the dance audition, but the vocal and acting audition will be covered in detail as well.

· Time commitment and rehearsal dates: 
· Yes, being in the Special K! live cast is a bigger time commitment than most clubs. But it’s one of the most fun and rewarding experiences you’ll have at Kellogg! 
· All-cast rehearsals are Sundays 8-10pm & Thursdays 9:45-11:30pm.
· Skit rehearsals will take ~2-3 hours on both Sunday (during the day) and Wednesday (during the day).
· All-cast rehearsals begin Thursday, Jan. 26th and will then follow a Sun/Thurs schedule up until (but not including) finals week. They will then resume the same schedule during Spring Quarter.
· Skit rehearsals begin Wednesday, Feb. 8th and continue their schedule (Sun/Wed) up until (but not including) finals week. They will then resume a similar schedule during Spring Quarter.
· Additional rehearsals (including tech and dress rehearsals) will be held the week before the show. Be prepared to spend most of your time that week rehearsing for the show.
· The show is on Wednesday, May 3rd through Saturday May 6th – you must be available for all shows! 
DIGITAL SHORTS

· As part of the live show, Special K! produces a series 3-4 of “digital shorts” each year. Time commitment for participating in the shorts can vary from an afternoon to several days or a whole weekend – it depends on the project. 

· While you are welcome to audition for both the live cast and digital shorts, you may not be in both (we want to share the love!). If you would like to audition for both the live cast and movie/digital shorts, please sign-up for a live cast audition. On your Auditioner Form you can indicate your openness to both and rank your preference. Your live-cast audition will serve as your film audition if you decide you would like to audition for both!
· If you are interested in only the movie/digital shorts, be on the lookout for an email in early February with additional information.
GENERAL FAQs

· How many people do you take for the live cast?
· We will be casting 24 people for this year’s show, as in years past.
· I really can’t dance/sing/act – do I have to do the dance/singing/acting part of the audition?
· Unfortunately everyone must do all parts of the audition. But do not fear! We’re looking for a variety of talent and we know most people are stronger in some areas than others. 
· When will I hear about the results of live cast auditions?
· We will let everyone know the results of live cast auditions by Thursday, January 19th
· What is the show about this year?
